BACKGROUND: Government Code, ch. 2102 establishes guidelines related to the internal
audits of state agencies. In addition to internal audits, a state agency must
review its functions, activities, and processes by conducting a formal risk
assessment.

DIGEST: HB 16 would amend Government Code, ch. 2102 by adding the
requirement for a state agency to post on its website an audit of the
agency, including an internal audit and a risk assessment report. This
would be done at the direction of the state auditor and also would apply to
the state’s higher education institutions.

This bill would take immediate effect if finally passed by a two-thirds
record vote of the membership of each house. Otherwise, it would take
effect September 1, 2013.
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
