BACKGROUND:  Code of Criminal Procedure, art. 2.122 delegates law enforcement powers
of arrest, search, and seizure to specific criminal investigators in various
situations.
DIGEST: HB 2346 would give commissioned law enforcement officers of Federal

Reserve banks certain peace officer powers of arrest, search, and seizure
for any state offense committed under certain circumstances.

This would apply for offenses committed:

e on the premises, grounds, or property of a Federal Reserve bank or
the Federal Reserve System;

e while protecting personnel of a Federal Reserve bank;

e while protecting the Board of Governors or members of the board
of the Federal Reserve System; or

e while protecting operations conducted by or on behalf of a Federal
Reserve bank or the board of governors.

This bill would take effect September 1, 2015.
