Amends Section 135.02(a), Education Code, as amended by Section 3, Chapter 359, Acts
of the 73rd Legidature, Regular Session, 1993, to include a campus, rather than an extenson center,
located inthe city of Marshal in Harrison County inthe composition of the Texas State Technical College
System.

SECTION 2. Amends Section 62.021(a), Education Code, to provide that certain funds are alocated to
the Texas State Technicd College Sysem Administration and its component campus, Texas State
Technica College-Marshall.
