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DIGEST

Currently, apersonnel bond must contain on oath sworn to and signed by adefendant in atrid in order for
the bond to be sufficient. A pretria services agency staff member must be anotary public to administer the
oath. Consequently, amost al members must be a notary public to ensure the oath can be administered
and witnessed 24 hoursaday at different locations. Pretrid agency staff administer the personal bond oath
roughly 60,000 times a year in Harris County aone, while preparing the necessary paperwork for a
defendant’ s initial court hearing. H.B. 1167 would authorize an employee of a persona bond office to
administer oaths or take acknowledgment or proof of awritten instrument from persona bond applicants.

PURPOSE

As proposed, H.B. 1167 authorizes an employee of a persona bond office to administer oaths or take
acknowledgment or proof of awritten instrument from personal bond applicants.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 602.002, Government Code, to authorize an oath made in this state to be
administered and a certificate of the fact given by an employee of a persona bond office if the oath is
required or authorized by Article 17.04, Code of Crimina Procedure. Makes conforming changes.

SECTION .2 Amends Section 121.001(a), Civil Practice and Remedies Code, to authorize an
acknowledgment or proof of awritten instrument to be taken in this state by an employee of a personal
bond office if the acknowledgment or proof of awritten instrument is required or authorized by Article
17.04, Code of Crimina Procedure. Makes conforming changes.
