Currently, Texaslaw providesthat in order to establishacivic center authority, apetition must befiled with
the county judge containing the signatures of amgjority of the membersof thegoverning bodiesof at least
two municipaities in the county. However, there are counties that only have a single incorporated
municipaity. C.S.H.B. 1189 would revise the petition for creation of acivic center authority.
PURPOSE

As proposed, C.S.H.B. 1189 revises the petition for creation of acivic center authority.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 281.013(c), Loca Government Code, to require apetition for the creation
of acivic center authority to include, among other things, the signatures of amgjority of the members of
agoverning body of at least one municipality, if the county in which the proposed authority islocated has
only one municipaity; or two municipditiesif the county in which the proposed authority is located has
two or more municipdities. Makes conforming changes.

SECTION 2. Effective date: September 1, 1999.
Makes gpplication of this Act prospective.

SECTION 3. Emergency clause.
