Currently, employers are required to provide chemica lists and materid safety data sheetsto employees,
but the law does not require prison inmates to be trained to use them and to be informed about the safe
use of hazardous chemicas.

PURPOSE

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Chapter 502, Health and Safety Code, by adding Section 502.020, asfollows:

Sec. 502.020. APPLICATION TO CERTAIN STATE INMATES. Requires the Texas
Department of Crimind Justice (TDCJ) to provide a person imprisoned in afacility operated by
or for TDCJ with the protections from exposure to hazardous chemicals in the workplace as
provided for in this Act, dthough aperson imprisoned in afacility operated by or for TDCJisnot
an employee for the purposes of this Act.

SECTION 2. Emergency clause.
Effective date: upon passage.
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
