H.B. 1968 setsforth
expanded jurisdictionsfor such officersand authorizesthemto assst loca law enforcement outside of their
jurisdiction, under certain circumstances.

PURPOSE

As proposed, H.B. 1968 sets forth expanded jurisdiction for such officers and authorizes them to assist
locd law enforcement outside of their jurisdiction, under certain circumstances.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 281.057, Hedlth and Safety Code, to set forth the primary jurisdiction of
a peace officer commissioned under this section. Sets forth authorizations of a peace officer within the
peace officer’ sprimary jurisdiction. Authorizes apeace officer, outsde of aprimary jurisdiction, to arrest
any person who violates a Texas law, under certain conditions. Requires a person commissioned under
thissection to beacertified police officer under the requirements of the Commission on Law Enforcement
Officer Standards and Education. Deletes text regarding conditions which alow adistrict peace officer
to make an arrest.
