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DIGEST

Currently, Texaslaw dlowsfor the collection of home and community support licenaing feesin amounts
reasonable to administer Chapter 142, Hedlth and Safety Code, but without allowing for the collection of
feesfrom gpplicantswho do not submit gpplicationsin atimely manner. Itisreported that approximately
five percent of the 2,400 annual renewd gpplicationsare not submitted in atimely manner. Thishill would
set forth procedures and fees for license renewa with the Texas Department of Hedlth.

PURPOSE

Asproposed, C.S.H.B. 2037 setsforth proceduresand feesfor licenserenewal with the Texas Department
of Hedth.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Chapter 142A, Hedlth and Safety Code, by adding Section 142.0105, asfollows:

Sec. 142.0105. LICENSE RENEWAL. Authorizes aperson eligible to renew alicense to renew
an unexpired license by paying the required renewd fee to the Texas Department of Hedth
(department) before the expiration date of the license. Prohibits a person from engaging in
activities that require a license until the license has been renewed. Authorizes a person whose
license has been expired for 90 days or lessto renew the license by paying the renewd feein an
amount equa to 1-1/2 times the normally required amount. Authorizes a person whose license
has been expired for more than 90 days but |ess than one year to renew the license by paying the
renewal feein an amount equa to two times the normally required amount. Prohibits a person
whoselicense has been expired for one year of more from renewing thelicense, and providesthat
a person may obtain a new license by complying with the requirements and procedures for
obtaining anorigind license. Requiresthe department to send written noticeof alicense spending
expiration to the holder of alicense not later than 30 days before the expiration date of thelicense.
