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DIGEST

In 1997, the 75th Legidature created a program that alows political subdivisons to contract with the
Department of Public Safety (DPS) in order to assst in the enforcement of traffic violations. Citiesand
counties participating in the program notify DPS of apersonwho failsto appear for acourt datefor certain
Class C traffic violations, and DPS denies renewal of the person’ sdriver’ slicense unless the outstanding
fineispad. Thishill would authorize a palitica subdivision to contract with DPS to provide necessary
information for DPSto deny renewa of thedriver’ slicense of aperson whofallsto gppear for acomplaint,
citation, or court order to pay afine involving any other offense over which ajustice or municipal court
has jurisdiction.

PURPOSE

Asproposed, H.B. 2802 authorizesapalitical subdivisionto contract with the Department of Public Safety
(DPS) to provide necessary information for DPS to deny renewa of the driver’ slicense of aperson who
falsto appear for acomplaint, citation, or court order to pay afineinvolving any other offense over which
ajugtice or municipa court has jurisdiction.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 706.002(a), Transportation Code, to authorize apolitical subdivison to
contract with the Department of Public Safety (DPS) to provide information necessary for DPS to deny
renewa of the driver’slicense of a person who failsto appear for acomplaint, citation, or court order to
pay afineinvolving any other offensethat ajustice or municipa court hasjurisdiction of under Article4.11
or 4.14, Code of Crimina Procedure.

SECTION 2. Amends Sections 706.004 and 706.005, Transportation Code, to make conforming
changes.

SECTION 3.  Amends Section 706.006(a), Transportation Code, to make a conforming change.

SECTION 4. (@) Providesthat in accordance with Section 311.031(c), Government Code, which gives
effect to a substantive amendment enacted by the same legidature that codifies the amended Satute, the
text of Sections 706.002(a), 706.004, 706.005, and 706.006(a), Transportation Code, gives effect to
changes made by Chapter 457, Acts of the 75th Legidature, Regular Sesson, 1997.
(b) Provides that to the extent of any conflict, this Act controls over another Act of the 76th
Legidature, Regular Session, 1999, relating to nonsubstantive additions to and corrections in
enacted codes.
