SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 37.10(d), Pena Code, to include public school records or documentsin
thelist of instruments for which tampering with themisafelony of the second or third degree, depending
on the intention of the actor, rather than a misdemeanor or state jail felony.

SECTION 2. Makes gpplication of this Act prospective.

SECTION 3. Effective date: September 1, 1999.
