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DIGEST

Currently, satutes relating to the operation and regulation of atrain in the state require afull crew. A full
crew condsts of a specific number of persons per train. The types of trains may be freight, gravel, or
congtruction trainsand light engines. Thishill would change certain crew requirements for the trains and
would requireaqualified engineer to operate acontrol locomoative at any timethelocomotiveisin motion.
Thishill dso authorizesaqudified rallroad trainman to dismount thetrain to perform necessary job duties,
and establishes the qudlifications for that engineer and railroad trainman.

PURPOSE
As proposed, C.S.S.B. 1098 amends crew requirements for certain railroad trains.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. AmendsArticle6380, V.T.C.S,, to providethat aqudified personisan engineer or railroad
trainman if the person has successfully completed arailroad carrier’ s training program applicable to the
appropriate position and passed an examination on railroad operating rules. Prohibits amixed train and
work trainfrom operating outsdeitsyard. Includesaqualified railroad trainman and engineer asamember
inafull crew of acongtruction train that is prohibited from operating outside the yard with lessthan afull
crew. Prohibits the provisons of this article from being applied to certain service or repair tracks.
Requires the control locomotive to be operated by a quaified engineer a any time the locomotiveisin
motion. Authorizesthe qudified railroad trainman to dismount the train to perform necessary job duties,
including rail switching activities. Provides that nothing in this article shall prevent the railroads from
operating with crews congsting of more than two persons. Providesthat this article gppliesto dl trains
operated in the state to the extent that it does not conflict with federal law. Deleteslanguagethat prohibits
these provisions from applying to certain crews. Makes conforming and nonsubstantive changes.
