SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 16A, Article4512¢, V.T.C.S,, to require the Board of Physica Therapy
Examinersto authorize licensee peer organizationsto eval uate and approve continuing education courses
in accordance with the established process.
