I nflation and the growing amount of campaign dollarsmoving into PACshasgradudly madethisprovison
into an areain which there can be a consderable gap in campaign finance reporting. S.B. 1364 corrects
for inflation by raising the percent of donations made outside Texas.

PURPOSE
As proposed, S.B. 1364 redefines out-of-state political committees.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Subsection (15), Section 251.001, Election Code, to redefine* out-of-state political
committeg’ to mean a political committee that makes 90 percent, rather than 80 percent, or more of the
committee stota political expendituresinany combination of eectionsoutsidethisstateand federd offices
not voted on in this Sate.
