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DIGEST

Currently, thedigtrict attorney for the 33rdjudicial digtrict, which includes Blanco, Burnet, Llano, Mason,
and San Saba counties, is not under the Professional Prosecutors Act. Being subject to the Professional
Prosecutors Act would entitle the 33rd didtrict attorney to a saary and benefitsincrease

of $21,855. Officeexpensesof amulti-county district attorney not under the Professional ProsecutorsAct,
such as the 33rd didtrict attorney, are equivalent to the office expenses of a district attorney under the
Professona Prosecutors Act. S.B. 1781 placesthe 33rd judicid digtrict attorney under the Professiona
Prosecutors Act.
