One of these recommendationsisto
add the presiding municipa court judge and ajustice of the peace to the county juvenile board in selected
counties. S.B. 1895 would amend composition of the Galveston County Juvenile Board, to include a
municipal court judge and justice of the peace.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 152.0901(a), Human Resources Code, to provide that the Gaveston
County Juvenile Board is composed of amunicipa judge and ajustice of the peace in Galveston County,
selected by amgority vote of dl the municipa judges and justices of the peace in the county.
SECTION 2. Effective date: September 1, 1999.
