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DIGEST

Currently, the enforcement remedies in the persona care facility statute provide questionable protection
of residents in assisted living facilities. Under current law, the state must choose between completely
closng down afacility at the inconvenience of its residents, or letting the facility continue to operate
without any enforcement action. This bill would increase the state’ s enforcement choices by creating
provisons for the assessment and determination of violations and penalties for persond care facilities.

PURPOSE

Asproposed, S.B. 200 crestes legidation regulating procedures for assessing and determining violations
and pendtiesfor persond carefacilities.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 247.002, Health and Safety Code, by adding Subdivision (6), to define
“commissoner.”

SECTION 2. Amends Chapter 247C, Hedth and Safety Code, by adding Sections 247.0451-247.0457,
asfollows.

Sec. 247.0451. ADMINISTRATIVE PENALTY. Authorizesthe Texas Department of Human
Services (department), to assess an administrative penaty againgt a person who commits certain
violations, and sets forth the terminology of the violations. Prohibits the pendties from being in
excess of gpecific dollar amounts for certain violations. Provides that each day of a continuing
violation condtitutes a separate violation. Requiresthe Texas Board of Human Services (board)
to establish pendties relative to the violation. Sets forth factors the department is required to
condder in determining the amount of a penalty. Provides that a pendty assessed under
Subsection (a)(6) isin addition to previous pendties.

Sec. 247.0452. RIGHT TO CORRECT. Prohibitsthe department from collecting apendty if the
persond care facility (facility) corrects the violation within a certain time frame. Sets forth
circumstances in which Subsection (&) does not apply. Requiresafacility to maintain corrections
and providesultimatumsfor failureto do so. Establishesthat the department isnot obliged to give
the facility an opportunity to correct subsequent violations.

Sec. 247.0453. REPORT RECOMMENDING ADMINISTRATIVE PENALTY. Authorizes
the department to issue apreiminary report of facts determining aviolation if it completes certain
actions. Authorizes the report to recommend a specific amount of penaty. Requires the
department to give the aleged violator written notice by the 10th day after issuance of the report.
Sets forth information required to be in the notification. Authorizes the aleged violator to take
certain actions by the 20th day after certain notification issent. Requiresthe department to ingpect
and confirm reported corrections, and to notify the alleged violator of the result of the inspection.
Authorizesthe aleged violator to take certain actions by the 20th day after certain notificationis
sent. Requires the commissioner of human services (commissioner) to assess a pendty under
certain conditions. Requires the department to give written notification to the violator of the
commissioner’ s decision to assess a pendty. Requiresthe violator to pay the pendty.
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Sec. 247.0454. HEARING ON ADMINISTRATIVE PENALTY. Requiresan adminigtrative
law judge (judge) to order and give notice of a hearing if the aleged violator makes a timely
