Currently, Texaslaw providesthat certain emergency protection ordersissued by amagistrateremainin
effect until the 31t day after the date of issuance. This bill would add an additional 30 days to the
emergency protective order, to give avictim time to obtain a permanent protective order.

PURPOSE

Asproposed, S.B. 23 establishes provisonsregarding theduration of certain emergency protectionorders
issued by magidirates.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 17.292(i), Code of Crimina Procedure, to provide that an order for
emergency protectionissued under thisarticleremainsin effect until the 61, rather thanthe 31<t, day after
the date of issuance.

SECTION 2. Makes gpplication of this Act prospective.

SECTION 3. Effective date: September 1, 1999.

SECTION 4. Emergency clause.
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
