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DIGEST

Currently, Texaslaw requiresvehiclesthat tow trailers, semitrailers, and towablerecreationd vehiclesthat
are less than 20 feet in length to travel at dower speeds than certain other vehicles with trailers and
passenger cars. Thisbill would dlow vehicles with trailers under 20 feet in length to travel at the same
Speeds as passenger cars and other vehicles.

PURPOSE

As proposed, S.B. 349 establishes speed limits for motor vehicles and allows certain trailers to travel at
posted speed limits.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 545.352(b), Transportation Code, to providethat lawful speedsinclude 70
miles per hour in the daytime on a highway numbered by this state or the United States outside an urban
digtrict, if thevehicleis, among others, atrailer, semitrailer, or towablerecregtiona vehiclelessthan 20 feet
inlength. Deletesthe state and federal highway designation requirement for towable recrestiond vehicles.
Makes conforming changes.

SECTION 2. Effective date: September 1, 1999.
