DIGEST

Currently, Texas law permits a municipality with a population of more than 10,000 to make payrall
deductionsfor membership duesto abonafideemployees association. Such deductionsarevoluntary and
require aforma, written request from the employee. This bill would require cities with a population of
more than 50,000 to make such payroll deductions, under certain conditions, and at the request of an
employee.

PURPOSE

As proposed, C.S.S.B. 568 authorizes certain municipalities to deduct from municipa employees
paychecks certain deductions for membership duesin certain employee' s associations.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 141.008, Loca Government Code, to authorize agoverning body of a
municipality with apopulation of morethan 10,000 to deduct from amunicipa employee’ smonthly sdary
an amount requested in writing by the employeein payment of membership duesto abonafide employees

association named by the employee that does not clam the right to strike, except as provided by
Subsection (b). Requiresthe governing body of amunicipaity with a population of more than 50,000 to
make the payroll deduction described in Subsection (a) if requested in writing by the employee and if the
municipaity permits deductions other than deductions for charity, hedlth insurance, taxes, or other
deductions required by law. Makes conforming changes.

SECTION 2. Effective date: September 1, 1999.

SECTION 3. Emergency clause.

SUMMARY OF COMMITTEE CHANGES

SECTION 1.

Amends Section 141.008(b), Local Government Code, to delete text authorizing the deductions
to be terminated after one year by the governing body of amunicipdlity if, at an election ordered
by the governing body, the qudified voters of the municipality approve the termination of the
deductions.
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
