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DIGEST

Currently, under Texaslaw theterm “find conviction” frequently causes confusion for clerksin reporting
convictionsto the Texas Department of Public Safety for the purpose of suspending adefendant’ sdriver’s
license. This bill would redefine “find conviction” to clarify the treatment of deferred adjudication and
court ordered deferra of find dispostion of acase.

PURPOSE

Asproposed, S.B. 578 setsforth criteriafor afinal conviction to be reported to the Texas Department of
Public Safety for suspension of the defendants’ driver’ slicenses.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 521.347(c), Transportation Code, to redefine “conviction” to mean a
convictionisnot afind conviction if the defendant receives deferred adjudication, or the court defersfina
disposition, unless the court subsequently proceeds with an adjudication of guilt and imposes a sentence
on the defendant.

SECTION 2. Emergency clause.
Effective date: upon passage.
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
