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DIGEST

The population and number of cases filed in East Texas courts of appeds didtricts have changed
consderably sincether last redrawingin 1963. Additionally, thefact that severa countiesoverlap multiple
digtricts creates problems in the adminidtration of justice. S.B. 915 diminates certain overlgps and
redistributes the population and case loads in the East Texas courts of appedls digtricts by redesignating
the composition of certain counties.

PURPOSE

Asproposed, S.B. 915 redesignates the countieswhich compose the First, Ninth, Twelfth, and Fourteenth
Courts of Appeds Didtricts.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Sections22.201(b), (j), (m), and (0), Government Code, to remove Brazos County
and add Montgomery County to the First Court of AppedsDidtrict, rather that the Ninth Court of Appeds
Digtrict. Removes Wood County from the Twelfth Court of Appeds Didtrict, and Brazos County from
the Fourteenth Court of Appeds Didtrict, and adds Montgomery County to the Fourteenth Court of
AppedsDidtrict.

SECTION 2. Providesthat if transcripts for a case are filed prior to September 1, 1999, and this Act
would transfer that caseto adifferent court, then this Act does not affect that case’ sjurisdiction on appedl.

SECTION 3. Effectivedate: September 1, 1999.
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
