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DIGEST

Currently, severd organizations across Texas have designed their own specidty license plates to help
generate awareness and raise money for a particular goal. S.B. 987 creates the Texas Y oung Lawyers
Associationlicenseplates, part of the cost of whichwill bedepositedintothe TexasLega Aid Fundtohelp
provide free legd servicesto theindigent.

PURPOSE

As proposed, S.B. 987 creates the Texas Y oung Lawyers Association license plates.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Chapter 502F, Transportation Code, by adding Section 502.299, asfollows:

Sec. 502.299. TEXASYOUNG LAWY ERSASSOCIATION LICENSE PLATES. Requiresthe
Texas Department of Transportation (department) to issue specidly designed Texas Young
Lawyers Association license platesfor passenger carsand light trucks. Requiresthe platesto bear
the words “And Justice For All” and be of a color, qudity, and design approved by the Texas
Y oung L awyers Associ ation in consultation with the department. Requiresthe department toissue
the license plates to certain persons. Requires the department, of each fee collected under this
section, to deposit $25 to the credit of the basic civil lega services account established under
Section 51.903, Government Code. Requires the owner to return the specia license plate to the
department, if the owner of avehicle registered under this section disposes of the vehicle during
the registration year.

SECTION 2. Effective date: September 1, 1999.
