Over hdf of the congtruction costs for the homesis funded by the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs
(USVA). TheUSVA worksin collaboration with veterans organi zations, health care providers, and other
governmenta entitiesat theloca and stateleve to provide affordable, quaity long-term carefor veterans.
Thefour homes, however, arelocated in the western, northern, central, and southeastern parts of the state,
and there is a need for a fifth home in East Texas where approximately 15,000 aged veterans live.
Although the Overton Brooks VA Medica Center in Shreveport, Louisianaservestheregion, the medical
center dso serves Louisana and Arkansas and may not be able to serve dl Texas veterans. The City of
Carthage anticipates the need for a new facility and is willing to provide long-term care to East Texas
veterans.

PURPOSE

That the 76th Legidatureurgethe Veterans Land Board (land board) to request funding fromthe
U.S. Department of Veteran's Affairs for the establishment of a sate veterans home in the City
of Carthage; and

That the land board begin the process of constructing the facility, after the land board secures
funding; and

That the secretary of stateforward an officia copy of thisresolution to the chairman and members
of the land board.
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
