Currently, under Texaslaw, thelegidatureis not authorized to create ajudicia compensation committee
to makerecommendationsfor judicid sdaries. Thecommissononjudicid efficiency evduated thejudicia
sysem in Texas and recommended the credation of a judicid compensation committee to make
recommendations to the legidature regarding judicid salaries. This bill requires the submission to the
voters of a congtitutional amendment to create ajudicia compensation committee.

PURPOSE

As proposed, S.J.R. 10 requires the submission to the voters of a congtitutional amendment to create a
judicid compensation commission.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. AmendsArticleV, Texas Congtitution, by adding Section 32, to authorize the legidature
to createajudicia compensation commission (commission) to make recommendationsfor judicia salaries
that become law if neither the Senate nor the House of Representatives reg ects the recommendations, by
magority vote. Providesthat the commisson recommends saariesonly for the Supreme Court, the Court
of Crimina Appeds, the Courts of Apped, and the Digtrict Courts.

SECTION 2. Requires this proposed constitutional amendment to be submitted to the voters a an
election to be held November 2, 1999. Setsforth the required language for the balot.
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
