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Currently, neither public school teachers nor faculty members a a public ingtitution of higher education
may serve in the state legidature.  This resolution would require the submisson to the voters of a
congtitutional amendment to authorize a public school teacher or faculty member at a public ingtitution of
higher education to serve in the State legidature.

PURPOSE

Asproposed, S.J.R. 41 requires the submission to the voters of a constitutional amendment to authorize
apublic school teacher or faculty member at a public ingtitution of higher education to serve in the Sate
legidature.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 40, Article XV, Texas Congtitution, to prohibit a member of the state
legidature from holding any other office or position of profit under this state, or the United States, except
asanotary public, school teacher, or professor, instructor, or other faculty member at a public ingtitution
of higher education. Authorizes amember to elect to receive ether the sdlary authorized by Articlellll,
Section 24(a), of thisConstitutionfor servicesasamember of thelegidature or the compensation provided
for service in the position of profit described by Subsection (d)(2) or (d)(3) of this section, but may not
receive both, for any period during which a member of the legidature also holds a position of profit
described by Subsection (d)(2) or (d)(3) of this section.

SECTION 2. Requires this proposed constitutional amendment to be submitted to the voters at an
election to be held November 2, 1999. Setsforth the required language for the balot.
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
