DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Currently, the Government Code requires each community supervision and corrections department
(CSCD) to submit periodic data on the use of ignition interlock devices to the community justice
assgance divison (CJAD) of the Texas Department of Crimina Justice, and requires CSCDs to
submit specific data on each person restricted to the operation of amotor vehicle by anignition
interlock device to the Department of Public Safety (DPS). The Transportation Code designates DPS
as the agency responsible for adopting rules for the approva of ignition interlock devicesaswell as
establishing standards for vendors of the devices doing business in Texas and procedures to ensure
compliance with these sandards. CJAD has no legidative charge and has no reason to receive
information on ignition interlock devices from CSCDs. H.B. 1075 diminates the requirement that
CSCDsreport to CJAD on the use and reiability of ignition interlock devices.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, inditution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 509.004(a), Government Code, to delete text that requires the
community justice assistance division to require each community supervison and corrections
department to submit periodic datato the divison on the required use of deep lung breeth andysis
mechanisms to make impractica the operation of amotor vehicleif ethyl dcohal is detected in the
breeth of the operator, including the number of devicesin use, the number of violations detected,
malfunctions by the devices, and attempts to circumvent the devices.

SECTION 2. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2001.
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
