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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

In 1993, the Texas Legidature mandated the creation of the Texas public school accountability system
to accredit school didtricts and rate schools. The Texas school accountability system has gained acclaim
as one of the best in the nation, but the system can be improved. H.B. 1144 authorizes participation in
multistate efforts to develop voluntary standardized assessment instruments and establishes new ratings
for schools and digtricts.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

Rulemaking authority is expressy granted to the commissioner of education in SECTION 3 (Section
21.411, Education Code), SECTION 7 (Section 29.087, Education Code), SECTION 8 (Section
39.023, Educetion Code), and SECTION 9 (Section 39.0721, Education Code) of this hill.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Chapter 7A, Education Code, by adding Section 7.006, as follows:

Sec. 7.006. COORDINATION OF RECORDS. Requires the commissioner of education
(commissioner) and the commissioner of higher education to ensure that records relating to
student performance held by the Texas Education Agency and the Texas Higher Education
Coordinating Board are coordinated and maintained in standardized, compatible formats that
permit the exchange of information between the agencies and the matching of individud student
records so that a student's academic performance may be assessed throughout the student's
educational career.

SECTION 2. Amends Chapter 21B, Education Code, by adding Section 21.0482, asfollows:
Sec. 21.0482. MASTER MATHEMATICS TEACHER CERTIFICATION. (@) Requires
the State Board of Educator Certification (board) to carry out certain duties to ensure that there
are teachers with specid training to work with other teachers and with students in order to

improve student mathemetics performance.

(b) Requiresthe board to issue the appropriate master mathemetics teacher certificate
to each eligible person.

(¢) Require aperson to meet certain requirements to be digible for a master
mathematics teacher certificate.

(d) Requires the course of ingtruction prescribed under Subsection (c)(3) to be
developed by the board in consultation with mathematics and science faculty members
a inditutions of higher education.

SECTION 3. Amends Chapter 211, Education Code, by adding Section 21.411, asfollows:
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Sec. 21.411. MASTER MATHEMATICS TEACHER GRANT PROGRAM. (&) Requires
the commissioner to establish a master mathemeatics teacher grant program to encourage
teachers to become certified as master mathematics teachers and work with other teachers and
with students in order to improve student mathematics performance.

(b) Requires the commissioner, from funds gppropriated for the purpose, to make
grants to school digtricts as provided by this section to pay stipends to salected certified
master mathematics teachers who teach at high-need campuses.

(©) Requiresthe commissioner to annudly identify each high-need campusin a school
digtrict using criteria established by the commissioner by rule, including performance on
the mathemati cs assessment instrument administered under Section 39.023. Requires
the commissioner to dso use the criteriato rank campuses in order of greatest need.

(d) Authorizes a school didtrict to gpply to the commissioner for grants for each
high-need campus identified by the commissioner to be used to pay stipendsto certified
master mathematics teachers in accordance with this section. Provides that unless
reduced under Subsection (g) or (i), each grant isin the amount of $5,000. Requires the
commissioner to gpprove the gpplication if the district meets certain requirements.

(e) Providesthat, unless reduced under Subsection (g) or (i), a Sipend under
Subsection (d)(2) isin the amount of $5,000.

(f) Requiresthe commissioner to adopt rules for the distribution of grants to school
digtricts following the year of theinitia grant. Providesthat adidrict that has been
gpproved for agrant to pay a stipend to a certified master mathemeatics teacher is not
required to regpply for a grant for two consecutive school years following the year of
theinitid grant if the district meets certain requirements.

(9) Requiresthe commissioner to reduce payments to a school district proportionately
to the extent ateacher does not meet the requirements under Subsection (d)(2) for the
entire school year. Requires adidrict that employs more certified master mathematics
teachers than the number of grants available under this section to select the certified
master mathematics teachers to whom to pay stipends based on a policy adopted by
the board of trustees of the digtrict, except that adidtrict is required to pay a stipend for
two additiona consecutive school years to ateacher the digtrict has selected for and
paid a stipend for a school year, who remains digible for a stipend under Subsection
(d)(2), and for whom the district receives agrant under this section for those years.
Providesthat a decison of the district under this subsection isfind and may not be
gppeded. Prohibits the district from gpportioning among teachers a stipend paid for
with agrant the didtrict receives under this section. Authorizes the didtrict to use loca
money to pay additiona stipendsin amounts determined by the digtrict.

(h) Providesthat agrant aschool didtrict receives under this section isin addition to
any funding the didtrict recelves under Chapter 42. Requires the commissoner to
distribute funds under this section with the Foundation School Program payment to
which the digtrict is entitled as soon as practicable after the end of the school year as
determined by the commissioner. Entitles adigtrict to which Chapter 41 gppliesto the
grants paid under this section. Requires the commissioner to determine the timing of the
digtribution of grantsto a digtrict that does not receive Foundation School Program
payments.

(i) Providesthat this section does not create a property right to agrant or stipend.

Entitles a school digtrict to a grant to carry out the purposes of this section only to the
extent the commissioner makes the grant in accordance with this section and only to the
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extent sufficient state funds are appropriated for those purposes. Requiresthat if state
funds are gppropriated but are insufficient to fully fund a grant, the commissioner reduce
the grant paid to each digtrict and the digtrict shdl reduce the stipend the district paysto
each teacher under this section proportionately so that each selected teacher receives
the same amount of money.

(j) Providesthat adecison of the commissioner concerning the amount of money to
which aschool didtrict is entitled under this section isfind and may not be apped ed.
Requires each didtrict to, in the manner and at the time prescribed by the commissoner,
provide to the commissioner proof acceptable to the commissioner of the master
mathemétics teacher certification of ateacher to whom the didtrict is paying a stipend
under this section.

(k) Authorizes the commissioner to audit the expenditure of money appropriated for
purposes of this section. Requires adidtrict's use of the money appropriated for
purposes of this section to be verified as part of the didtrict audit under Section 44.008.

() Providesthat a stipend ateacher receives under this section is not considered in
determining whether the didtrict is paying the teacher the minimum monthly sdary under
Section 21.402.

(m) Authorizes the commissioner to adopt other rules as necessary to implement this
section.

SECTION 4. Amends Chapter 21J, Education Code, by adding Sections 21.454 and 21.455, as
follows

Sec. 21.454. MATHEMATICS TRAINING. (8) Requires the commissioner to develop
training materids and other teacher training resources for a school digtrict to usein asssting
mathematics teachers in developing expertise in the gppropriate mathematics curriculum

and comprehension of the ingtructiona gpproaches that, through scientific testing, have been
proven effective in improving student mathemeatics kills.

(b) Requiresthe commissoner to develop materids and resources under this section in
consultation with appropriate faculty members at inditutions of higher education.

(¢) Requiresthe commissioner to make the training materids and other teacher training
resources required under Subsection (&) available to mathematics teachers through a
variety of mechaniams, including distance learning, mentoring programs, smal group
inquiries, computer-assisted training, and mechanisms based on trainer-of-trainer
models.

(d) Requiresthe commissioner to use funds gppropriated for the purpose to administer
this section.

Sec. 21.455. PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT INSTITUTESIN MATHEMATICS.
(8 Requiresthe commissioner to develop and make available professona development
indtitutes for teachers who provide ingtruction in mathematics to sudents at the fifth through
eighth grade levels.

(b) Requiresaprofessona development ingtitute devel oped under this section to
address certain issues.

(¢) Requiresthe commissioner to develop professona development ingtitutes under
this section in consultation with mathematics and science faculty members at indtitutions
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of higher education.

(d) Requiresthe commissioner to adopt criteriafor selection of teachers authorized to
attend a professiond development indtitute devel oped under this section.

(e) Requiresthe commissioner, from funds appropriated for the purpose, to pay a
stipend to each teacher who completes a professona development ingtitute devel oped
under this section. Requires the commissioner to determine the amount of the stipend
paid under this subsection.

SECTION 5. Amends Chapter 7C, Education Code, by adding Sections 7.058 and 7.059, as follows:

Sec. 7.058. RESEARCH ON MATHEMATICS SKILLSACQUISITION AND
PROGRAM EFFECTIVENESS. Requires the commissoner, from funds gppropriated for the
purpose, to award to one or more ingtitutions that have demonstrated an ability to conduct
science-based research on effective ingructional strategies that improve student performancein
mathematics a grant to be used to meet certain needs.

Sec. 7.059. MATHEMATICS HOMEWORK AND GRADING SERVICE. (4) Requires
the commissioner, from funds appropriated for the purpose, to develop and make available a
sarvice that asssts teachers in providing and grading mathematics homework assgnments.
Authorizes the service to dso assst teachersin providing and grading student examinations.

(b) Requiresthe commissioner, in making the service described by Subsection (a)
available, to consder dl methods available through advanced technology, especialy
methods using the Internet, to distribute mathematics homework assgnments and to
provide immediate assessment of a student's work on the assgnmen.

(¢) Setsforth provisonsfor each homework assignment developed for the service.
SECTION 6. Amends Chapter 28A, Education Code, by adding Section 28.007, asfollows:

Sec. 28.007. MATHEMATICS DIAGNOSIS. (a) Requires the commissioner, using funds
appropriated for the purpose, to develop and make available or contract for the devel opment
and dissemination of assessment instruments that a school district may use to diagnose student
mathematics skills. Requires that in developing the assessment ingruments, dl assessment
methods available through advanced technology, including methods using the Internet or other
computer resources to provide immediate assessment of a student's skills be considered.

(b) Prohibits the results of assessment instruments developed under Subsection ()
from being used for purposes of gppraisals and incentives under Chapter 21 or
accountability under Chapter 39.
SECTION 7. Amends Chapter 29C, Education Code, by adding Section 29.087, asfollows:
Sec. 29.087. AFTER-SCHOOL AND SUMMER INTENSIVE MATHEMATICS
INSTRUCTION PROGRAMS. (a) Authorizes aschool digtrict to provide an intensive
after-school program or an intensive program during the period that school is recessed for the
summer to provide mathematics ingtruction to certain students.

(b) Requiresthat before providing a program under this section, the board of trustees
of aschool digtrict adopt a specified policy.

(¢) Requiresthe commissioner by rule to perform certain duties.
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(d) Requiresaprogram provided under this section to be paid for with funds
appropriated for that purpose.

SECTION 8. Amends Section 39.023, Education Code, by amending Subsections (e) and (i) and
adding Subsections (d), (), and (m), asfollows:

(d) Authorizes the commissoner to participate in multistate efforts to develop voluntary
standardized end-of-course assessment indruments.  Authorizes the commissioner by ruleto
require a school digtrict to administer an end-of -course assessment instrument devel oped
through the multigtate efforts. Requires the admission, review, and dismissa committee of a
student in aspecid education program under Chapter 29A, to determine whether any dlowable
modification is necessary in administering to the student an end-of-course assessment
instrument or whether the student should be exempted under Section 39.027(a)(2).

(€) Makes a conforming change.
(i) Makes conforming changes.

(j) Requiresthe commissioner to develop a standardized end-of-course assessment instrument
for Algebral. Authorizes the commissioner by rule to require a school district to administer an
end-of-course assessment instrument in Algebral. Requires the admission, review, and
dismissal committee of a student in a specia education program under Chapter 29A, to
determine whether any dlowable modification is necessary in adminigtering to the student an
end-of-course assessment instrument or whether the student should be exempted under Section
39.027(a)(2).

(m) Providesthat this subsection applies only to a student who is determined to have dydexia
or arelated disorder and who is an individud with a disability under 29 U.S.C. Section 705(20)
and its subsequent amendments. Requires the Texas Education Agency (agency) to adopt or
devel op gppropriate criterion-referenced assessment instruments designed to assess the ability
of and to be administered to each student to whom this subsection gpplies for whom the
assessment ingruments adopted under Subsection (@), even with alowable modifications,
would not provide an appropriate measure of student achievement, as determined by the
committee established by the board of trustees of the digtrict to determine the placement of
sudents with dydexia or reated disorders. Regquires the committee to determine whether any
alowable modification is necessary in administering to a sudent an assessment instrument
required under this subsection. Requires the assessment instruments required under this
subsection to be administered on the same schedule as the assessment instruments administered
under Subsection (a).

SECTION 9. (a) Amends Chapter 39D, Education Code, by adding Section 39.071, asfollows:

Sec. 39.0721. VOLUNTARY GOLD PERFORMANCE RATING PROGRAM. (a)
Requires the commissioner, in addition to district and campus performance ratings reported
under Section 39.072 and in consultation with an advisory committee appointed under this
section, to develop a voluntary gold performance rating program based on enhanced
performance. Requires the agency to administer the program.

(b) Authorizesadigtrict or campus rated exemplary under Section 39.072, under the
voluntary gold performance rating program, to gpply to the agency for an exemplary
gold rating, adistrict or campus rated recognized may apply for arecognized gold
rating, and adidtrict or campus rated academicaly acceptable may apply for an
academically acceptable gold rating.
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(¢) Providesthat the performance standards on which avoluntary gold performance rating is
based should include certain factors.

(d) Setsforth the composition of the advisory committee assisting the commissioner in
developing the voluntary gold performance rating program .

(e) Authorizes the commissioner to adopt rules as necessary to implement and administer this
section, including rules establishing a procedure and form adidrict or campus must usein

gpplying to the agency for avoluntary rating.

(b) Requiresthat not later than March 1, 2002, the commissioner of education appoint
members to the advisory committee for the voluntary gold performance rating program as
provided by Section 39.0721(d), Education Code, as added by Subsection (a) of this section.

(¢) Requiresthat not later than March 30, 2006, the commissioner of education complete
development of the voluntary gold performance rating program as provided by Section
39.0721, Education Code, as added by Subsection (a) of this section, and adopt any rules
necessary for implementation and administration of Section 39.0721, Education Code.

(d) Requiresthat beginning with the 2006-2007 school year or an earlier schoal year, the
Texas Education Agency implement the voluntary gold performance rating program under
Section 39.0721, Education Code, as added by Subsection (@) of this section.

SECTION 10. Amends Section 39.131, Education Code, by adding Subsection (a-1), asfollows:

(&) Providesthat this subsection applies regardless of whether adidtrict has satified the
accreditation criteria. Authorizes the commissioner, if for aperiod of one year or more a
digtrict has had a master or management team assigned, to appoint aboard of managers
composed of resdents of the digtrict to exercise the powers and duties of the board of trustees.

SECTION 11. Amends Section 822.201(b), Government Code, to redefine “sdary and wages.”

SECTION 12. (a) Requiresthe State Board for Educator Certification to propose rules establishing
requirements and prescribing an examination for master mathemeatics teacher certification as required by
Section 21.0482, Education Code, as added by this Act, not later than January 1, 2003.

(b) Providesthat beginning with the 2003-2004 school year:
(1) the commissioner of education shal pay grants under Section 21.411, Education
Code, as added by thisAct; and

(2) schoal digtricts receiving grants shall pay stipends to certified master mathematics
teachers under Section 21.411, Education Code, as added by this Act.

SECTION 13. Requiresthat before the 2005-2006 school year, the Texas Education Agency
field-test assessment instruments required to be adopted or developed under Section 39.023(m),
Education Code, as added by this Act. Requiresthat not later than the 2005-2006 school year, the
Texas Education Agency adopt or develop and the State Board of Education administer those
assessment ingruments.

SECTION 14. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2001.
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
