DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Current law requires pay phone operatorsto pay the same Texas universa service fund (TUSF)
charges as other phone carriers. H.B. 1351 prohibits the Public Utility Commission of Texas from
assessing, on pay telephone service, the uniform charge that funds TUSF.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 56.022(c), Utilities Code, to prohibit the Public Utility Commission, in
establishing the charge and the services to which the charge will gpply, from granting an unreasonable
preference or advantage to a telecommunications provider; ng the charge on pay telephone
service; or subjecting atelecommunications provider to unreasonable prgudice or disadvantage.

SECTION 2. Effective date: September 1, 2001.
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
