DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Allied hedth science schools traditiondly offer an array of smal certificate and baccdaureate dlied
hedlth programs. Formerly, The University of Texas School of Allied Hedth Sciences at Houston only
offered certificate and baccalaureate degreesin dlied hedth programs. However, the school has since
been approved to offer graduate programs in contemporary research and hedlth care areas, including
hedlth education research technology and computationa biomedicine. A change in the name would
better reflect the new focus of the school. H.B. 1671 modifies the name of The University of Texas
Schoal of Allied Hedlth Sciences at Houston to The University of Texas School of Hedlth Information
Sciences at Houston.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 65.02(a), Education Code, to change a reference from “The University
of Texas School of Allied Hedth Sciences at Houston” to “The University of Texas School of Hedlth
Information Sciences at Houston.”
