Current law provides that the seller of certain insurance products may charge a policy or agent fee to
defray the cogts incurred in the writing and processing of the insurance product. H.B. 1684 provides
that a policy fee may be financed aong with other lega charges under aretall instalment agreement

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 348.202(c), Finance Code, to authorize a holder to include the cost of
insurance provided under Subsection (a) or (b), and apolicy or agent fee charged in connection with
insurance provided under Subsection (a) or (b), as a separate charge in the contract.

SECTION 2. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2001.
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
