SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 33.71, Tax Code, by adding Subsection (h), to authorize an attorney
gppointed amagter under this section, notwithstanding any other law or requirement, to practice law in
the referring court if otherwise qudified to do so.

SECTION 2. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2001.
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
