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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Currently, many large producers within the Texas wine industry typicaly sdl most of their product
through wholesdle distributors, but some smaler producers do not. In certain dry areas, current law
does not dlow the preparation of a balot to permit voting for or againgt the legal sde of wine on the
premises of aholder of awinery permit. H.B. 1948 authorizes local option dectionsin dry areasto
dlow for the sde of wine by the holder of awinery permit.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 251.11, Alcoholic Beverage Code, by amending Subsection (a) and
adding Subsection (c), to add an exception to Subsection (a). Requires apetition for alocal option
election reated to the legdization of the sdle of wine on the premises of a holder of awinery permit to
have the actua signatures, residence addresses, and voter registration certificate numbers of a number
of qudified voters of the political subdivison equa to 25 percent of the registered votersin the
subdivison who voted in the most recent generd dection.

SECTION 2. Amends Sections 251.14(b) and (e), Alcoholic Beverage Code, to require the ballot, in
certain aress, to be prepared to permit voting for or against one of certain enumerated issues, including
“the legd sdle of wine on the premises of a holder of awinery permit.” Requiresthe balot, in certain
other areas, to be prepared to permit voting for or against one of certain issuesin any prohibitory
election, including “the legd sdle of wine on the premises of a holder of awinery permit.”

SECTION 3. Effective date: September 1, 2001.
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
