DIGEST AND PURPOSE

The 72nd Legidature enacted provisions relating to the consolidation of funds in existence before
August 31, 1993. These provisions provided for the abolishment of dedicationsin existence prior to
August 31, 1995, unless otherwise expresdy exempted. H.B. 3088 provides regulations for the
creation and recrestion of funds and accounts in the state treasury, the dedication and rededication of
revenue, and the exemption of unappropriated money from use for genera governmenta purposes.

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.
