DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Texas faces adifficult chalenge to develop water policies that serve both sate and regiond interests.
The Texas Condtitution authorizes the crestion of groundwater conservation digtricts to plan, develop,
and regulate the use of water. H.B. 3674 creates the Clear Fork Groundwater Conservation Didtrict in
Fisher County, subject to voter approva at a confirmation election.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, inditution, or
agency.

SECTION 5. POWERS. Setsforth provisons relating to the rights, powers, privileges, authority,
functions, and duties of the didtrict.

SECTION 6. BOARD OF DIRECTORS. Setsforth provisons relating to the board of directors of
the didtrict.

SECTION 7. TEMPORARY DIRECTORS. Setsforth provisions relating to the temporary board of
directors of the digtrict.

SECTION 8. METHOD OF ELECTING DIRECTORS. Setsforth the method of eecting directors
of thedidrict.

SECTION 9. CONFIRMATION AND INITIAL DIRECTORS ELECTION. Setsforth provisions
relaing to an eection to confirm establishment of the digtrict, to confirm the digtrict’ s taxing authority,
and to dect initid directors.

SECTION 10. ELECTION OF DIRECTORS. Setsforth provisonsrelating to an election to elect
permanent directors of the digtrict.

SECTION 11. DISTRICT REVENUES. Setsforth provisons reating to the revenues of the digtrict.

SECTION 12. STATUTORY INTERPRETATION. Provides that, except as otherwise provided by
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this Act, if thereisaconflict between this Act and Chapter 36 or 49, Water Code, this Act controls.
Providesthat if there is a conflict between Chapters 36 and 49, Water Code, Chapter 36 controls.

SECTION 13. CHANGE OF DISTRICT NAME. Authorizesthe board of directors to change the
digtrict’ s name when the district annexes territory.

SECTION 14. FINDINGS RELATING TO PROCEDURAL REQUIREMENTS. Setsforth
provisons relating to procedurd requirements.

SECTION 15. EFFECTIVE DATE. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2001.
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
