DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Under current Texas law, the adminigtrative didtrict judge of Cameron County is not authorized to be
paid any additiona amount for fulfilling duties as an adminigtrative judge, such asfor acar dlowance or
for the rembursement of expenses. H.B. 3694 authorizes the Cameron County Commissioners Court
to approve a supplementa sdary to be paid to the adminigtrative district judge of Cameron County.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, inditution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 32.031, Government Code, by adding Subsection (d), to authorize the
Commissioners Court of Cameron County, in addition to the sdlary authorized under Subsection (), to
pay the digtrict judge who serves as the local adminidrative digtrict judge in the county under Section
74.091 an annua sdary for judicid and adminigrative duties in an amount set by the commissioners
court.
