H.B. 460 provides that prodtitution is a sate jal felony if aperson has been previoudy
convicted of progtitution three or more times, and the offense was committed in or within 300 feet of a

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 43.02, Pena Code, by amending Subsection (c) and by adding
Subsection (d), to amend provisions regarding the offense of progtitution and related pendties.

SECTION 2. Effective date: September 1, 2001.
