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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Currently, 44 states have scenic byways programsin place, many of which have been created or
reorganized to match the National Scenic Byways Program designation criteria. State scenic byways
programs protect and beautify America s roads and byways and provide economic opportunitiesin
tourism and recreation. Federd law provides for anationa scenic byways program including the
designation of roads, grants and technical assistance, and digible projects. C.S.S.B. 1129 requiresthe
Texas Department of Trangportation to study the feasibility of adopting a scenic byways program and
report its findings to the 78th Legidature.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Requiresthe Texas Department of Transportation (department) to study the feasibility of
adopting a scenic byways program in accordance with 23 U.S.C. Section 162 and the department to
report the findings of the study to the 78th Legidature not later than January 1, 2003.

SECTION 2. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2001.
