DIGEST AND PURPOSE

As proposed, S.B. 1685 creates the Gaveston Seawall Conservation District with the powers and
duties to impose taxes and issue bonds.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

Rulemaking authority is expressy granted to the board of directors of the Galveston Seawall
Consarvation Didtrict in SECTION 24 of this bill.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. LEGISLATIVE FINDINGS; PURPOSES. (@) Providesthat the Galveston Seawall
Conservation Didtrict is created as a specid digtrict under Section 59, Article XV 1, Texas Condtitution.

(b) Providesthat the creation of the digtrict is declared to be essentid to the accomplishment of
the purposes of Section 59, Article XVI, and Section 52-a, Article 11, of the Texas
Condtitution, and to the accomplishment of the other public purposes Sated in this Act.

(c) Providesthat the creation of the district is necessary to promote, develop, encourage, and
maintain employment, commerce, economic development, and the public welfare in the area of
the digtrict.

(d) Prohibitsthe creation of the digtrict and this Act from being interpreted to relieve the county
or any municipdity within the county from providing services to the area of the didtrict or to
release the county or the municipaity within the county from the obligation it has to provide
sarvicesto thearea. Providesthat the didtrict is created to supplement and not supplant the
services of the county or any municipdity within the county.

(e) Providesthat al of the land and other property to be included within the boundaries of the
digtrict will be benefitted by the works and projects that are to be accomplished and the
services to be provided by the district under powers conferred by Section 59, Article XV1, and
Section 52-a, Article 111, of the Texas Constitution, and other powers granted under this Act.

(f) Providesthat the didtrict is created to serve a public use and benefit.

(9) Providesthat the crestion of the digtrict is essentid to further the public purposes of
development and diversfication of the economy of the Sate, the dimination of unemployment
and underemployment, and the development or expanson of commerce and isin the public
interest.

(h) Providesthat the creetion of the digtrict is necessary to protect the state's naturd resources
through restoration and protection of natural resources along the boundaries and within the
digtrict, including beach, sand dune and shore nourishment, shore protection, vegetation,
Sabilization, restoration and reclamation, circulation of sand, erosion abatement, congtruction
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and maintenance of bulkheads, jetties, levees, breakwaters, barrier reefs, seawalls, geotubes,
groins, t-heads, crossovers, and navigation projects, and provison of dl other facilities,
improvements, plants, works, gppliances, equipment, measures and services that may protect
beaches and shores of the digtrict from erosion, promote use of the public beach, and protect
and regtore natural resources within the district.

(i) Provides that the creation of the digtrict is necessary to promote, devel op, and encourage
navigation along the state's coasta waters, bays, and inlets, including the degpening and
widening of navigation channdls.

(j) Providesthat each improvement project or service authorized by this chapter isfound and
declared to carry out a public purpose.

SECTION 2. CONSTRUCTION OF ACT. (& RequiresthisAct to be liberaly construed in
conformity with the findings and purposesin Section 1.

(b) Providesthat if any provison of generd law isin conflict or inconsstent with this Act, this
Act prevails. Providesthat any generd law not in conflict or inconsstent with thisAct is
adopted and incorporated by reference.

SECTION 3. DEFINITIONS. Defines"board,” "bond,” "commission,” "county,” and "district.”

SECTION 4. GOVERNMENTAL AGENCY; TORT CLAIMS. (& Providesthat thedidtrictisa
governmenta agency, abody politic and corporate, and a political subdivison of the Sate.

(b) Providesthat the digtrict isaunit of government for purposes of Chapter 101 (Tort
Claims), Civil Practice and Remedies Code, and operations of the digtrict are considered to be
essentid governmentd functions and not proprietary functions for al purposes, including the
goplication of the Texas Tort Clams Act.

SECTION 5. BOUNDARIES OF THE DISTRICT. Setsforth the boundaries of the district.

SECTION 6. FINDINGS RELATING TO BOUNDARIES. Setsforth findings relating to the
boundaries of the didtrict.

SECTION 7. CONFIRMATION ELECTION. (a) Requiresan election to be held within the
boundaries of the digtrict to determine if the district shall be created before issuing any bonds or other
obligations or levying an assessment or ad valorem taxes or conducting any other activity.

(b) Requires natice of the confirmation eection to state the day and place or places for holding
the eection and the propositions to be voted on.

(¢) Requiresthe ballots for the confirmation eection to be printed to provide for voting " For
Didtrict" and "Againg Didtrict."

(d) Requiresthe presiding judge, immediately after the confirmation eection, to take returns of
the results to the board. Requires the board to canvass the returns and declare the results at the
earliest practicable time.

(e) Requiresthat if amgority of the votes cast by qudified voters within the didtrict in the
election favor the crestion of the didtrict, then the board declare that the didtrict is created and
enter the resultsin the minutes. Requiresthat if amgority of the votes cast in the eection are
againg the creation of the digtrict, the board declare that the digtrict was defeated and enter the
resultsin its minutes. Requires a copy of the order to be filed with the commission.
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(f) Authorizesthe board to call more than one confirmation election.

(9) Requiresthe order canvassing the results of the confirmation election to contain a
description of the digtrict's boundaries and to be filed with the executive director of the
commission and in the deed records of the county.

SECTION 8. ANNEXATION. Authorizesthe didtrict to annex land as provided by Chapter 493
(Annexation of Excluson of Land), Water Code, subject to the approval of the commissioners court of
the county.

SECTION 9. EXCLUDING TERRITORY. (&) Authorizesthe board, a any time during which the
digtrict does not have outstanding bonds, on its own motion to cal a hearing on the question of the
excluson of land from the digtrict in the manner provided by Chapter 493, Water Code, if the
exclusions are practicable, just, or desirable.

(b) Requiresthe board to cal ahearing on the exclusion of land or other property from the
digtrict if alandowner or property owner in the digtrict files with the secretary of the board a
written petition requesting the hearing before the issuance of bonds.

SECTION 10. NUMBER OF DIRECTORS, TERMS. Providesthat the digtrict is governed by a
board of five directors who serve staggered terms of four years, with three directors terms expiring
June 1 of an odd-numbered year and two directors terms expiring June 1 of the following
odd-numbered year.

SECTION 11. QUALIFICATIONS OF DIRECTORS. Providesthat to be qualified to serve asa
director, a person must be at least 18 years old and aresident of the district or an owner of property in
the didtrict.

SECTION 12. APPOINTMENT OF DIRECTORS. (a) Requiresthe commissioners court of the
county to gppoint directors from persons recommended by the board or by members of the
commissioners court. Providesthat a person is gppointed if amgority of the commissoners of the
county and the county judge vote to appoint that person.

(b) Authorizes adirector to serve successve terms.

SECTION 13. REMOVAL OF DIRECTOR. Authorizes the commissoners court to remove a
director for misconduct or failure to carry out the director's duties or for any other reason on petition by
amgority of the remaining directors or amgority of the commissoners court and after notice and
hearing.

SECTION 14. BOARD VACANCY. Reguiresavacancy in the office of director to befilled by
gppointment by the remaining members of the board for the unexpired term.

SECTION 15. DIRECTOR'SBOND AND OATH. (a) Requiresthat, as soon as practicable after a
director is appointed, the director execute a $10,000 bond payable to the district and conditioned on
the faithful performance of the director's duties.

(b) Requires each director's bond to be approved by the board, and each director to take the
oath of office prescribed by the condtitution for public officers.

(¢) Requiresthe bond and oath to be filed with the digtrict and retained in its records.
SECTION 16. OFFICERS. Requiresthat after directors are appointed and have qualified by

executing a bond and taking the oath, they organize by eecting apresdent, avice presdent, a
secretary, and any other officers the board considers necessary.
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SECTION 17. COMPENSATION OF DIRECTORS; REIMBURSEMENT OF EXPENSES.
Entitles a director to compensation for service on the board and to be reimbursed for necessary
expensesincurred in carrying out the duties and responsibilities of a director, in accordance with
Section 49.060 (Fees of Office; Reimbursement), Water Code.

SECTION 18. QUORUM. Providesthat one-haf of the directors constitutes a quorum, and a
concurrence of amgjority of a quorum of directorsisrequired for any officid action of the didtrict.

SECTION 19. GENERAL POWERS OF DISTRICT. (a) Providesthat the district has the rights,
powers, privileges, authority, and functions conferred by the generd law of this state applicable to
conservation and reclamation digtricts created under Section 59, Article X VI, of the Texas
Condtitution, including those conferred by Chapter 54 (Municipa Utility Digtricts), Water Code, with
respect to the purposes for whichit is created.

(b) Authorizesthe digtrict to contract and manage its affairs and funds for any corporate
purpose in accordance with Chapter 54, Water Code.

SECTION 20. SPECIFIC POWERS. (@) Providesthat adistrict has the powers necessary or
convenient to carry out and effect the purposes and provisions of this Act, including the powers granted
in this section.

(b) Providesthat the digtrict has perpetua succession.

(c) Authorizesthe didtrict to sue and be sued in courts of competent jurisdiction, to ingtitute and
prosecute suits without giving security for cogts, and to gpped from ajudgment without giving a
supersedeas or cost bond.

(d) Authorizesthe digtrict to incur liabilities, borrow money on terms and conditions the board
determines, and issue notes, bonds, or other obligations.

(e) Authorizesthe digtrict to acquire by grant, purchase, gift, devise, lease, or otherwise, and to
hold, use, s, lease, or digpose of red and persond property, licenses, patents, rights, and
interests necessary, convenient, or useful for the full exercise of any of its powers under this
Act.

(f) Authorizesthe didtrict to acquire, construct, complete, develop, own, operate, and maintain
permanent improvements and provide services ingde and outside its boundaries.

(9) Authorizesthe didtrict to enter into agreements with a person or entity, public or private, for
thejoint use of fadilities, ingdlations, and property.

(h) Authorizesthe didtrict to enter contracts, leases, and agreements with and accept grants
and loans from the United States and its departments and agencies, the state and its agencies,
counties, municipaities, and politica subdivisons, public or private corporations, and other
persons and to perform al acts necessary for the full exercise of the powersvested in it on
terms and conditions and for the term the board may determine to be advisable.

(i) Authorizesthe digtrict to acquire property under conditiona sales contracts, leases,
equipment trust certificates, or any other form of contract or trust agreement.

(j) Authorizesthe didtrict to sdll, lease, convey, or otherwise digpose of any of itsrights,
interests, or propertiesthat are not needed for or, in the case of leases, that are not congstent
with, the efficient operation and maintenance of the digtrict'simprovements. Authorizesa
digtrict to sell, lease, or otherwise digpose of any surplus materid or persona or red property
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not needed for its requirements or for the purpose of carrying out its powers under this Act.

(k) Authorizesthe digtrict to procure and pay premiums to insurers for insurance of any typein
amounts considered necessary or advisable by the board.

(1) Authorizesthe didtrict to do anything necessary, convenient, or desirable to carry out the
powers expressly granted or implied by this Act.

SECTION 21. USE AND ALTERATION OF LAND AND PUBLICWAYS. (@) Authorizesthe
digtrict to congtruct dl improvements and facilities necessary to accomplish the purposes for which it
was cregted on lands, whether publicly or privately owned.

(b) Reguiresthat before congructing an improvement or facility on lands owned by the county,
the state, a municipdity, or another political subdivison, the digtrict obtain gpprova from the
relevant government entity of the plans and specifications of such improvement or facility.

(¢) Sesforth provisons requiring the digtrict, in exercisng any of the powers conferred by this
Act, to take the burden of such powers.

SECTION 22. NO EMINENT DOMAIN POWER. Prohibits the district from exercising the power
of eminent domain. Authorizes the county to exercise its power of eminent domain to implement a
didrict facility or improvement.

SECTION 23. MANAGEMENT BY BOARD OF DIRECTORS. Provides that the responsibility for
the management, operation, and control of the property belonging to the digtrict is vested in the board.

SECTION 24. SPECIFIC POWERS AND DUTIES OF BOARD. (a) Authorizesthe board to
carry out certain duties.

(b) Setsforth provisons relaing to money of the digtrict.

(c) Authorizesthe board to adopt and enforce reasonable rules and regulations governing the
adminigtration of the ditrict and its programs and projects.

(d) Authorizes the name of the digtrict to be established or changed by resolution of the board.

SECTION 25. HEARINGS EXAMINER; ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURE ACT.

(@ Authorizesthe board to appoint a hearings examiner to conduct any hearing caled by the board,
including a hearing required by Chapter 395 (Financing Capital Improvements Required by New
Development in Municipdities, Counties, and Certain Other Loca Governments), Loca Government
Code. Authorizes the hearings examiner to be an employee of the district or amember of the board.

(b) Requires the hearing to be conducted in accordance with Chapter 2001 (Administrative
Procedure), Government Code.

SECTION 26. GENERAL POWERS RELATING TO ASSESSMENTS. (a) Authorizesthe board
to levy and collect an assessment for any purpose authorized by this chapter only if the assessment is
approved by the commissioners court.

(b) Authorizes the board to undertake an improvement project or service that confers a specia
benefit on dl or a definable part of the digtrict. Authorizes the board to impose and collect a
gpecia assessment on property in that area, based on the benefit conferred by the improvement
project or service, to pay dl or part of the cost of the project or service. Authorizes the district
to provide an improvement or service to an area outside the boundaries of the didrict if the
board determines that there is a benefit to the didtrict.
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SECTION 27. SPECIFIC POWERS RELATING TO ASSESSMENTS. Authorizes an
improvement project or service provided by the district to include the construction, acquistion,
improvement, relocation, operation, maintenance, or provision of certain projects or services.

SECTION 28. PROPOSED ASSESSMENTS. Authorizes an improvement project or serviceto be
financed under this Act after notice of a hearing is given as required by Section 30 and the board holds
apublic hearing on the advisability of the improvement project or service and the proposed assessment.

SECTION 29. PETITION REQUIRED. Prohibits the board from financing an improvement project
or service under this chapter unless a written petition has been filed with the board requesting the
improvement project or service. Requires the petition to be signed by at least 25 persons who own redl
property in the district if more than 25 persons own redl property in the district according to the most
recent certified property tax rolls.

SECTION 30. NOTICE OF HEARING. (a) Requires notice of the hearing to be givenina
newspaper with generd circulation in the county. Requires the publication to be made not later than the
30th day before the date of the hearing.

(b) Requires the notice to include certain information.

(©) Requireswritten notice containing the information required by this section to be mailed by
certified malil, return receipt requested, not later than the 30th day before the date of the
hearing. Requires the notice to be mailed to each property owner in the district who will be
subject to assessment at the current address of the property to be assessed as reflected on the
tax ralls.

SECTION 31. CONCLUSION OF HEARING; FINDINGS. (a) Authorizes ahearing on the
improvement project or service, whether conducted by the board or a hearings examiner, to be
adjourned from time to time.

(b) Requiresthat at the conclusion of the hearing, the board make findings by resolution or
order relating to the advisahility of the improvement project or service, the nature of the
improvement project or service, the estimated cogt, the area benefitted, the method of
assessment, and the method and time for payment of the assessment.

(¢) Requiresthat if ahearings examiner is gppointed to conduct the hearing, after concluson of
the hearing, the hearings examiner file with the board a report sating the examiner's findings and
conclusons.

SECTION 32. AREA TO BE ASSESSED. (@) Authorizesthe area of the district to be assessed
according to the findings of the board to be the entire digtrict or any part of the district and to be less
than the area proposed in the notice of the hearing.

(b) Prohibitsthe areato be assessed, except as provided by Subsection (c), from including
property that is not within the district boundaries at the time of the hearing unlessthereisan
additiona hearing preceded by the required notice.

(¢) Authorizesthe owner of improvements congtructed or land annexed to the digtrict after the
digtrict hasimposed an assessment to waive the right to notice and an assessment hearing and
to agree to the imposition and payment of an assessment at an agreed rate for improvements
constructed or land annexed to the digtrict.

SECTION 33. OBJECTIONS; LEVY OF ASSESSMENT. (a) Requiresthat at a hearing on
proposed assessments, a any adjournment of the hearing or after congderation of the hearings
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examiner's report, the board hear and rule on al objections to each proposed assessment.
(b) Authorizes the board to amend a proposed assessment for any parcel.

() Requiresthat after dl objections have been heard and action has been taken with regard to
those objections, the board, by order or resolution, levy the assessment as a specia assessment
on the property and specify the method of payment of the assessment and authorizes the board
to provide that the assessment be paid in periodic ingdlments, including interest.

(d) Requires periodic ingalments to be in amounts sufficient to meet annua costs for services
and improvements as provided by this chapter and continue for the number of years required to
retire indebtedness or pay for the servicesto be rendered. Authorizes the board to provide
interest charges or pendties for failure to make timely payment and aso to impose an amount to
cover ddlinquencies and expenses of collection.

(e) Authorizesthe board, if an assessment isimposed for more than one service or
improvement project, to provide that an assessment collected for one improvement project or
service may be borrowed to be used for another improvement project or service.

(f) Requires the board to establish a procedure for the distribution or use of any assessment in
excess of those necessary to finance the improvement project or service for which the
assessment was collected.

SECTION 34. APPORTIONMENT OF COST. Requires the portion of the cost of an improvement
project or service to be assessed against the property in the district to be gpportioned by the board
based on the specia benefits accruing to the property because of the improvement project or service.
Authorizes the cost to be assessed in a certain manner.

SECTION 35. ASSESSMENT ROLL. Setsforth provisons reating to the board imposing an
assessment againgt eech parcd of land againgt which an assessment may be impaosed in the didrict.

SECTION 36. SUPPLEMENTAL ASSESSMENTS. Authorizes the board, after notice and hearing
in the manner required for original assessments, to make supplemental assessments to correct omissons
or mistakes in the assessment relaing to the total cost of the improvement project or service

or covering ddlinquencies or costs of collection.

SECTION 37. APPEAL. (& Authorizesa property owner, after determination of an assessment, to
gpped the assessment to the board. Requires the property owner to file anotice of apped with the
board not later than the 30th day after the date that the assessment is adopted. Requires the board to
set adate to hear the appedl.

(b) Authorizes the property owner to apped the board's decision on the assessment to a court
of competent jurisdiction. Requires the property owner to file notice of the gpped with the
court of competent jurisdiction not later than the 30th day after the date of the board's final
decison with respect to the assessment.

(c) Providesthat falureto file either of the noticesin the time required by this section resultsin
aloss of the right to gppedal the assessment.

(d) Authorizesthe board to make a reassessment or new assessment of the parce if an
assessment againgt aparcd of land is set asde by a court of competent jurisdiction, found
excessive by the board, or determined to be invalid by the board.

SECTION 38. APPROVAL OF COMMISSIONERS COURT. Requiresthat no assessment or ad
vaorem tax, or a combination thereof, including any gpportionment of any assessment, be vdid or
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enforceable unless gpproved by the commissioners court.

SECTION 39. APPEAL OF ORDER. Authorizes a person against whom an assessment is made by
board order, if notice has been given as required by this subchapter, to apped the assessment to a
digtrict court in the county in the manner provided for the apped of contested cases under Chapter
2001, Government Code. Provides that review by the district court is by trid de novo.

SECTION 40. EXEMPTIONS, PUBLIC UTILITIES. Prohibitsthe district from imposing an
assessment on the property, equipment, or facilities of apublic utility. Providesthat for purposes of this
subsection, "utility” means a person that provides to the public gas, dectricity, telephone, sewage, or
water service.

SECTION 41. EXEMPTIONS: GOVERNMENTAL ENTITIES, ASSESSMENTS. Requires
payment of assessments by municipdlities, counties, other political subdivisons, and organizations
exempt from federa income tax under Section 501(c)(3), Internal Revenue Code of 1986, to be
edtablished by contract. Authorizes municipdities, counties, and other political subdivisions to contract
with the digtrict under terms and conditions those entities consider advisable to provide for the payment
of assessments.

SECTION 42. TAX LEVY FOR BONDS. Requiresthe board, at the time bonds payable in whole
or in part from taxes are issued, to levy a continuing direct annud ad vaorem tax for each year while dl
or part of the bonds are outstanding on dl taxable property within the didtrict in sufficient amount to pay
the interest on the bonds as it becomes due and to create a sinking fund for the payment of the principa
of the bonds when due or the redemption price a any earlier required redemption date and to pay the
expenses of assessing and collecting the taxes.

SECTION 43. ESTABLISHMENT OF TAX RATE IN EACH YEAR. Requiresthe board to
consder certain thingsin determining the actud rate to be levied in each year.

(b) Authorizesthe board, in determining the amount of anticipated taxes which should be levied
each year, to consder whether proceeds from the sale of bonds have been placed in escrow to
pay interest during construction and whether the board reasonably expects to have revenue or
recei pts available from other sources which are legdly available to pay principa of or interest or
redemption price on the bonds. Requires the board to levy atax in the first full year after
issuance of itsfirst series of bonds.

SECTION 44. OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE TAX. (a) Authorizesthedigtrict to levy and
collect atax for operation and maintenance purposes, including certain funds.

(b) Prohibits an operation and maintenance tax from being levied by the digtrict until it is
gpproved by a mgority of the qudified voters within the digtrict voting a an eection held for
that purpose. Requiresthat after such atax has been authorized by the didtrict’ s voters, the
board be authorized to levy the tax and have it assessed and collected as other didtrict taxes.

(c) Authorizes an operation and maintenance tax eection to be held at the sametime and in
conjunction with any other digtrict election. Authorizes the election to be called by a separate
election order or as part of any other eection order.

(d) Authorizes the proposition in an operation and maintenance tax election to be for a specific
maximum rate or for an unlimited rate.

(e) Authorizesthe fundsto be used for any lawful purpose if the digtrict has any surplus

operation and maintenance tax funds that are not needed for the purposes for which they were
collected.
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SECTION 45. FUNDSAVAILABLE FOR PAYMENT OF PROJECTS AND SERVICES.
(@ Authorizesthe cost of any improvement project or service, including interest during congtruction
and costs of issuance of bonds, to be paid from certain funds.

(b) Authorizesthe board, during the progress of an improvement project or service, to issue
temporary notesto pay the costs of the improvement project or service and issue bonds on
completion.

(c) Authorizesthe costs of more than one improvement project or serviceto be paid from a
sngle issue and sale of bonds without other consolidation proceedings before the bond issue.

SECTION 46. BONDS, NOTES, OR OTHER OBLIGATIONS. (a) Authorizesthe board, for the
payment of al or part of the costs of an improvement project or service, to issue bonds, notes or other
obligations in one or more series payable from and secured by assessments, ad va orem taxes,
revenues, grants, gifts, contracts, leases, or any combination of those funds. Authorizes bonds, notes,
or other obligationsto be lienson dl or part of the revenue derived from improvements authorized
under this chapter, including ingtalment payments of specid assessments, ad valorem taxes, or from any
other source pledged to their payment.

(b) Providesthat the digtrict shdl have the power to issue bonds and they shall be gpproved in
the manner st forth in Chapter 375J (Bonds), Local Government Code.

() Requires bonds, notes, or other obligations to be issued and approved by the board of
directors of the didtrict without the consent of the county, any municipality, or the Texas Natura
Resource Consarvation Commission.

SECTION 47. ELECTION TO APPROVE ISSUANCE OF BONDS. (@) Prohibits bonds secured
by assessments or ad valorem taxes, or a combination thereof from being issued unless the bonds are
goproved by amgority of the quaified votersin the didtrict voting at an eection held for that purpose.

(b) Providesthat bondsthat are not secured by assessments or ad valorem taxes, or a
combination thereof, are not subject to the requirement of an election and may be issued
without an dection.

() Requiresan dection required by this section to be conducted in accordance with Chapter
375 (Municipa Management Digtrictsin Generd), Loca Government Code.

SECTION 48. COMPETITIVE BIDDING ON CERTAIN PUBLIC WORKS CONTRACTS.
Provides that construction contracts of the district are subject to the competitive bidding requirements
of Chapter 491 (Construction, Equipment, Materials, and Machinery Contracts), Water Code.

SECTION 49. SUPERSEDES OTHER LAW. Provides that this Act states the required procedures
necessary for the district to award contracts and supersedes any law or other requirement with respect
to award of contracts.

SECTION 50. DISSOLUTION BY BOARD VOTE. Authorizesthe board of the district by
magority vote to dissolve the digtrict at any time, except as provided by SECTION 53.

SECTION 51. DISSOLUTION BY COUNTY ORDER. Authorizes the commissioners court of the
county by avote of not less than two-thirds, to adopt a resolution dissolving the district, except as
provided by SECTION 53.

SECTION 52. LIMITATION. Prohibitsthe digtrict from being dissolved if the digtrict has any

outstanding bonded indebtedness until that bonded indebtedness is repaid or defeased in accordance
with the order or resolution authorizing the issuance of the bonds.
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SECTION 53. CONTRACTSWITH DISTRICT. (& Authorizesamunicipality, county, or other
politica subdivison of the state, without further authorization, to contract with the digtrict to implement a
project of the didtrict or aid and assst the didtrict in providing the services authorized under this chapter.
Authorizes a contract under this section to meet certain requirements.

(b) Authorizesthe digtrict to enter into a contract, lease, or agreement with or make or accept
grants and loans to or from certain organizations or groups.

(¢) Authorizesthe didtrict to perform al acts necessary for the full exercise of the powers
vested in the digtrict on terms and conditions and for the term the board may determine to be
advisable.
