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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Under current law, counties are not included in the definition of public improvement didricts. As
proposed, S.B. 1716 authorizes counties to create and participate in public improvement digtricts that
confer a specid benefit on a definable part of the county.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION 1. Amendsthe heading to Chapter 372, Local Government Code, to read as follows:
CHAPTER 372. IMPROVEMENT DISTRICTSIN MUNICIPALITIES AND COUNTIES
