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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

From 1996 to 1998, there were 544 cases of fleeing and evading arrest in Texas. Currently, afirst
offense of fleeing an attempted lawful arrest using avehicleisaClass A misdemeanor. Repest offenses
face heightened pendties. As proposed, S.B. 215 would increase the pendties for fleeing and evading
arest or detention in amotor vehicle.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, inditution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 38.04(b), Pena Code, to provide that an offense under this sectionisa
Class B misdemeanor, except that the offenseis:

(1) adatejail fony, rather than a Class A misdemeanor, if the actor uses a vehicle while the
actor isin flight and the actor has not been previoudy convicted under this section;

(2) afdony of thethird degree, rather than agtate jal fony, if the actor uses avehicle whilein
flight and has been previoudy convicted under this section.

Makes nonsubstantive changes.
SECTION 2. Makes application of this Act prospective.

SECTION 3. Effective date: September 1, 2001.
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
