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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Currently, the border counties of Texas have amuch lower per capitaincome than the rest of the state
and nation. As proposed, S.B. 228 directs the comptroller of public accounts to study the state and
federa mandates affecting the region of Texas near the Texas-Mexico border. The study must include
an examination of judicia and law enforcement issues, financid policies, environmenta policies,
trangportation infrastructure, and NAFTA.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Requiresthe comptroller of public accounts (comptroller) to study the state and federa
mandates affecting the region of the state near the border with Mexico. Requires the study to include
an examination of certain matters. Requires the comptroller to file awritten report, not later than
December 15, 2002, with the lieutenant governor and the speaker of the house of representatives
regarding the results of the study.

SECTION 2. Providesthat this Act expires February 1, 2003.

SECTION 3. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2001.
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
