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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Currently, third-party debt collectors and credit bureaus are required to provide forms to individuas
who dispute the accuracy of itemsin the third-party debt collector’s or credit bureau’ sfile. As
proposed, S.B. 341 removes the Texas Debt Collection Act’ s requirement that third-party debt
collectors provide forms to individuas who dispute the accuracy of an item in the third-party debt
collector’sfile.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 392.202(a), Finance Code, to require the credit bureau to provide
formsfor the notice and, when requested, the credit bureau or third party debt collector is required to
assig an individud in preparing the notice.
