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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

This legidation addresses the importance of “bi-literacy” in arapidly growing internationa society by
creating dua language immersion programs with the goa of children starting kindergarten to be literate
in two languages by the end of the third grade and to maintain the second language in grades 4-12.
C.S.SB. 467 dlows schoal digtricts to offer dua language immersion programs that should include
goproximately 50 percent native English peakers and 50 percent foreign language speskers with at
leagt hdf of the ingruction given in English and haf in the foreign language.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, inditution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 28.005, Education Code, by amending Subsection (a) and adding
Subsection (c), asfollows:

(&) Makes a conforming change.
(c) Authorizes aschoal didtrict to adopt adua language immersion program for students
enrolled in eementary school grades. Provides that an immersion program should include a
class of students composed of gpproximately 50 percent native English speakers and 50
percent native soeakers of one other language and ingtruction in both English and the other
language, with at least hdf of the ingtruction in the other language.

SECTION 2. Providesthat this Act applies beginning with the 2001-2002 school year.

SECTION 3. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2001.
