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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

The Specid Commission on 21t Century Colleges and Universities strongly recommends increased
access to Texas higher education; a seamless educationd system from pre-kindergarten through
graduate school, enhanced excellence in higher education; and expanded capacity through a baance of
new technology and new congtruction. The Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board recommends
that Texas increase the number and diversity of Texans engaged in higher education; increase the
graduation rates of students enrolled in Texas higher education programs, and enhance our universities
extramura research activities. To address these recommendations, the University of Texas board of
regents, the University of Texas Hedth Science Center a San Antonio, and the University of Texas at
San Antonio examined opportunities for joint and collaborative degree programs, joint research
ventures, and other ways in which the two universities could work together to benefit those they serve.
These two indtitutions have made a proposd to link the biologica and biomedica resources of their two
campuses.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additiona rulemaking authority to a state officer, inditution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Chapter 75, Education Code, by adding Subchapter C, asfollows:
SUBCHAPTER C. SAN ANTONIO LIFE SCIENCESINSTITUTE

Sec. 75.201. DEFINITIONS. Defines*board,” “hedth science center,” “indtitute,” and
“universty.”

Sec. 75.202. ESTABLISHMENT. Authorizesthe board of regents of The University of
Texas System to establish and maintain the San Antonio Life Sciences Ingtitute as ajoint
partnership of the health sciences center and the university.

Sec. 75.203. ROLE AND SCOPE. (a) Requires the ingtitute to specidize in research and
teaching in the life sciences.

(b) Requires the ingtitute to develop joint degree programs and joint research programs
for the hedth science center and the universty.

(c) Requiresthe indtitute to seek private and federa funding to support the operation
and management of the indtitute.

Sec. 75.204. OPERATION AND MANAGEMENT. (@) Provides that the administration of

the indtitute is under the direction of the chancdlor of The Universty of Texas System and the
board of regents through the presidents of the hedlth and science center and the universty.
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(b) Authorizes the cogts of the operation and management of the indtitute to be paid
from money appropriated for that purpose and from other money from any public or
private source. Requires the indtitute to retain al indirect costs recelved or recovered
under agrant or contract.

(c) Authorizes the board of regents to make joint gppointments of faculty or other
personnel to the indtitute and to ether of or both the hedlth science center and the
universty. Requiresthe sdary of aperson receiving ajoint appointment to be
apportioned on the basis of services rendered.

(d) Requires the indtitute to be located in facilities determined gppropriate by the board.

SECTION 2. Effective date: September 1, 2001.
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
