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DIGEST

Government is under increasing pressure to reduce costs while, at the same time, citizens expect the
services provided by the government to improve. One way to reconcile the issues of reduced funding
and improved servicesisto introduce competition into the operation of government. To that end, State
agencies should consider adopting a managed competition model as a means of containing the costs of
government services while ensuring that the services that taxpayers recelve are ddivered as efficiently
and effectively as possible. Managed competition provides an equal opportunity for governmenta
agencies to compete with private vendors to provide government servicesin the most economic and
efficent manner.
