DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Currently, a sudent may not be expelled from a public schoal for an offense committed off of school
property or at anon-school-related event. H.B. 567 allows a public school to expd a student who
assaults, murders, or attempts to murder another student, even if the event took place off campus.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 37.007(b), Education Code, to authorize the expulsion of a student if
the student engages in conduct that contains the eements of any offense listed in Subsection (a)(2)(A)
or (C) (relaing to aggravated assault, sexud assault, aggravated sexua assault, murder, capital murder,
or crimind atempt to commit murder or capita murder) againgt another student, without regard to
whether the conduct occurs on or off of school property or while attending a school-sponsored or
school-related activity on or off of school property.

SECTION 2. Makes application of this Act prospective.

SECTION 3. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2003.
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
