DIGEST AND PURPOSE

The City of Temple currently ishome to six centers for medical services, educational and clinical
resources, and bioscience research. These centersinclude: Temple Life Science, Technology and
Research Campus, Cardiovascular Research Institute, Central Texas Veteran's Health Care
Center, Scott & White Hospital & Clinics, Texas A&M University Blackland Research
Center/USDA Research Center, and Texas A& M University Health Science Center/College of
Medicine. As proposed, S.B. 1944 authorizes the creation of The Temple Health and Bioscience
Economic Development District with the power to use limited property taxes for economic
development purposes only for the health and biosciences industries. The creation of the district
isintended to further the public purpose of improving the economy of the state and the City of
Temple by providing for the development of health and biosciences operations and facilities.
