DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Currently judges and judicid officersare required to undertake eight hours of training related to domestic
violence, sexua assault, and child abuse cases. As proposed, S.B. 54 would require two of the eight
hours of training regarding family and domestic violence to be dedicated exclusively to sexua assaullt.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

Thishill does not expressy grant any additional rulemaking authority to astateofficer, inditution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 22.110(b), Government Code, to require two hours of the eight hours of
training regarding family violence, sexua assault, and child abuse provided to ajudge or judicid officer be
dedicated exclusvely to sexua assaullt.

SECTION 2. Makes application of this Act prospective.

SECTION 3. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2003.
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
