Requires all student finarcial aid program funding levels, terms of administration,
organization, structure, and delivery processes to be delivered pursuant to the biennial general
appropriations act, notwithstanding any other provisions in general law.

SECTION 2. Effective date: upon passage or September 1, 2007.
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
